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Extension Activity:
1. Provide each group with a box of paper clips.
2. Using the paper clips, have the students experiment to see how much weight (or paper clips) it will take to eliminate the wings ability to lift in the air.
3. Once all of the students have been successful, compare and contrast where they placed the paper clips and how many paper clips it took to zero out the lift with increased weight.

Instructions for Assembly

1. Cut a strip of paper about
1% by 10 inches (3.8 by 25.4
centimeters) long.

2. Cut a length of straw about
3 inches (7.6 centimeters) long.

3. Fold the paper lengthwise to make a wing shape,
but do not make a crease. Tape the two ends
together.

4. Use a pencil to push a small hole through the
wing. It should go through both the top and
bottom of the wing.

5. Push the straw through the holes and tape it in place.

6. Thread the piece of string through the straw.

7. When it is your turn, hold the wing on the string
lengthwise in front of a fan. Observe.
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
